Thank you for this advance information. We have referred many constituents to your Powys dental line and I welcome any moves that brings NHS dental provision to residents of Brecon & Radnorshire.  
I would be grateful to receive more information on the mobile dental unit, either by reply or if easier, via a face to face meeting with you/Director of Dentistry.  I would also welcome an opportunity to see around the mobile unit for myself. 
1. Could you confirm whether all dental treatments will be available on the mobile unit or is it limited to check ups and the most basic of procedures? 
1. Will you be seeing adults and children? 
1. Is the mobile dental unit accessible to those with limited mobility/disabilities? 
1. Could you confirm why Hay on Wye was chosen as the location and what assessment has been carried out on the ‘black-spots’ within South Powys.  
1. What efforts have been made to find a permanent base or utilise a PTHB building for this? 
1. Can you confirm how many patients you expect to see on this unit in the three month placement? 
1. Can you confirm who this initiative has been funded?  From PtHB budget? Welsh Government? Or Innovative Strategy funding or other?  And how much is it expected to cost

We are currently finalising arrangements for the health board’s mobile dental unit, operated by our Community Dental Service, to be located in Hay on Wye initially for a period of three months from mid September. This will provide NHS dental appointments for people in the area who are currently on our Powys NHS dental waiting list. 

The key call to action for people needing help finding a General Dental Practitioner is unchanged: call our Powys Dental Helpline on 01686 252 808.
Through this route, people will be added to the Powys NHS dental waiting list from which we will allocate people to available appointments at the temporary service.

We will be planning a programme of communication, and I will update you further ahead of the launch of the temporary service, but I wanted to ensure you had advance notice.
